His first namesake wine 2003 Cuvee Bixl)q will be a Re~
serve Petit Verdot and Cabernet Sauvignon blend for-
merly known as Petit Applique. The 2005 has stunning
aromatics with a very broad palate.
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THE 2004 LINEUP WITH TASTING NOTES

Snosmp Cgrano Red Table Wine
This red blend is a wonderful semi-Bordeaux style wine with lovely ripe fruit and super balance. This has 5% Merlot, 22 % S N OS

Cabernet Sauvignon a touch of Syrah and it all works well together producing a wine with a sweet nose of cherry ligueur and a iz
round plumg l)oclg. Fresh crushed berries, plum and cherrg fruits with hints of game, ceday, spice and new oak notes. Onlg 380

cases are going to be available and at around $24 a bottle it will sell out quick!

This wine is a star in the making and has free ﬂowing flavors of ]oogsen])ern], red cherrg, plum and a blast of ]oluel)errg along _ﬁr‘mr\'o L‘_‘\Q

with a bright pepper note and a touch of vanilla. This Syrah comes from the lower block and has an Aussie flair to it and jammy  [lo. ™l oo

fruit that leaves a lingering and lovely hint of sweetness. 01 Points—300 cases—$:56
Fstate Merlot

This is a silky and warm wine that shows rich cherry, earthy plum and tangy red fruit with notes of spice, cedar and a touch of

vanilla. This is smooth, but not soft or weak in anyway with good depth and tannins. This is §oing to be a real gem and will be a
crowd pleaser straight away on release. 90+ Points—100 cases—$4?

Estate Cabernet Sauvignon

Sweet cassis and perfume hit you straight away and never leave you all the way to the finish. Deep color and thick textures get
your attention quickly and then the pure black fruits grab you with lush currants, black cherry, blackberry, and plum flavors
that are both rich and focused with seamless lagering. This wine has power and firm tannins that are well mannered, but notice~

able and in your face at this time. The level of aciclitg keeps eveu]thing livelg and this wine sings and danceslike a showgirl,
but should get really classy and refined
with time, becoming a true dival 93 Points—100 cases—$45

Estate "Carmelstone’ Reserve Syrah

Coming off the upper block of the hillside this Syrah is jet black and inky dark and is sublime in everyway! Not much more to add, this is one of the
finest American Syrahs ['ve tasted to date, with lush intense fruit and fantastic depth and complexity. It really doesn't get much better than this, [
think even those top producers in Cote-Rotie would be shocked and awed! Blueberry compote, cassis, cherry liqueur with lovely hints of pepper,
exotic spices, mineral and sweet new wood all add up to perfection. Syrah fans line up now! 96 Points—100 cases—$60

Fstate Reserve "Cuvee Rocco’ Syrah

(Barrel sample, componeutse]ectiou} One of the barrels set aside for this wine is a big hogshead that has a higher toast level
and was amazingly different from the other 229 liter barrel, but both were the best of the best from the upper block Syrah.
These showed an added depth and character that [ wouldn't have thought possible, because the reserve Syrah was darn near
perfect to begin with. This is a mind blower wine with huge flavors, but lovely elegance that is like a super model with a wicked
smile on her face! Flamboyant and exotic, but with class and beauty this wine has it all and lets you know it. Roasted coffee, vio~
lets and chocolate explode out of this deeply colored Syrah leaving a core of solid black fruits, spice, mineral and créme cassis
all of which is full and thick on the palate. *Note the second barrel showed added earth and game with a hint of bacon and lico-
rice mixed in, so [ think the final blend will be even more impressive as a whole. Be reaclg for something reallg special. This wine

will have you begging for more. 96-97 Points—8) cases—$75
Estate Reserve Cabernet Sauvignon

This wine is so good can't even think of what to write other than to tell you that it is a must get! This super limited bottling has it all and then some

with ultra ripe fruit that is rich, but not fat or sickly sweet, it is razor sharp in focus and purity. This is Cabernet heaven and shows there is some~
thing magic in the vineyard that deserves respect and reverence! Beautiful color that is garnet black with purple edges start you off even before
the deep perfume reaches your nose and it is dreamland from there. Smoky rich cassis, currant, boysenberry and black stone fruits come at you in
waves of pleasure, then there is the huge mouth~feel, bold tannins and balancing acidity that hold it all together and should do so for 10 yearsor
more. This vintage will take time to be at its best, but oh it will be worth the wait! " Note, I loved the 2003 for all the right reasons, but this could
end up a much better wine down the road and I may have to up the score.. 99-97 Points—T7D cases—$7D

Fstate Reserve Petit Appliqué

This vintage of the Petit is a blend of 60% Petit Verclot, 30% Cabernet Sauvignon, 5% Merlot, and D% Malbec and makes
one of the most interesting Bordeaux-style wines in California being that it has one of the highest percentages of Petit Verdot
in a super premium wine out there. This year this wine has really hit a homerun and is utterly gorgeous with its inky almost
black/ purple color and luscious perfume. This is with out question a wine that will bring tears to a Frenchman'’s eyes and lust to
the hearts of many American wine drinkers. It takes a good amount of air to get things moving, as this monster red is tight and
closed at this point, but once it opens it is almost spiritual! Black cherry, plum, red berry and cassis flavors fill your mouth and
sweet flowers tickle your nose. Then lavish vanilla, spices and mocha that come forward then fade away leaving a creamy

bright fruity aftertaste that goes on and on. This wine has solid pillars of fruit, tannin and acid, and should hold for a long time in
the cellar. The Petit Appliqué is a true modern classic! 97 Points—6D cases—$T1D
